Thanks to the advice of Dr. Kevin Colleaux and Dr. Nigel Rawlings of
Saskatoon our group has recently moved to utilizing the 20 MVR blade for
both sclerotomy and scleral tunnel. Expanding the tunnel from the previous
23 gauge to the larger 20 gauge allows easier insertion of the prolene haptic
into the scleral tunnel.

More recently our group has transitioned to utilize the scharioth IOL fixation
forceps when suturing one piece acrylic lenses into the sclera in cases of
aphakia with good success.

| would recommend these forceps to any surgeon who is performing
sutured or sutureless scleral fixation of pre-existing three piece lenses or
when correcting aphakia where there is not proper zonular support.”
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
